NYSED has released a three-part series of Administrator Reference Guides to the Revised NYS Learning Standards for
World Languages. Collectvely, these one-page guides detail and illustrate key informaton about the revised world
language learning standards and related concepts and ofer administrators practcal recommendatons for
supportng world language educators as they shif their instructon. The guides are sequenced to correspond with
the phases of the standards implementaton process. Part 1 of 3, “Planning for Implementaton,” provides a brief
overview of the standards, an implementaton tmeline, and recommendatons for supportng professional learning
and the standards implementaton process. Part 2 of 3, “Standards in Acton,” further illustrates the standards and
describes what language profciency looks like at each of the three profciency Checkpoints. This informaton will
