SUBMISSION OF 2017-18 VADIR/DASA DATA

Together with NYSED staff, members of the New York State Safe Schools Task Force developed a
revised method for collecting incident data that incorporates both VADIR and DASA into one
reporting structure. The revised definitions developed by the Task Force provide more clarity and
are better aligned with the intent of VADIR. As a result, the Commissioner’s regulations 8100.2 (gg)
were revised in December 2016, to reduce the twenty reporting categories to the following nine
categories?, effective July 1, 2017:
